(a)  Fail to comply with all applicable federal, state and local laws, regulations, ordinances and rules. 
(b)  Failure to maintain the high standards and quality of service that has been established and recognized 
as part of the BoatU.S. image or, the image of You. 
 
6.  In the event that either party violates or breaches any other material item of this agreement, either party 
may terminate this agreement following written notice from the terminating party to the party in violation 
of such breach. 
 
7. This agreement shall be governed by the laws of the Commonwealth of Virginia, excluding the conflicts 
principle thereof.
