Pulling slowly can cause stretching.

Temperature for applying striping must be between 50°-85° F.
Try to avoid striping in direct sunlight or this can cause striping . When you are satisfied with the position of your stripe, run a squeegee along the length of it to

tape to stretch. Allow 72 hours before waxing or washing. ensure that it is adhered correctly to the hull.

. Trim the stripe to within 1/8" inch of any panels, vents or hatches in the hull.
